Safety Information

The Federal Communications Commission (FCC) with its action m ET docket 96-8 has adoptad a safety
standard for human exposure to RF electromagnetic exergy emitted by FCC certified equipment.

* Do not touch or move the antennas whils the unit is transmitting or receiving
¢ Do not hold any component containing 1 radio suck that the antenna is very close to or touching
any exposed parts of the body, especially the face or eyes, while transmitting
* Do not operate tha radio or attempt to tranemut data unlecs the antenna is connected, otherwise, the
radio may be damaged.
¢ Use mspecific environments:

--Do not operate a portable ransmitter near unshielded blasting caps or i an explosive enviroment
unless it i3 a type especially qualified for such use.

--The use of wireless devices in bazardous lecations 13 limited to the constramts pozed by the safety
directors of such environments.

--The use of wirzless devices on airplazes is governed by the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA)
--The use of wireless devices in hostpitals isrestricted to the limits set forth by each hospital
¢ Antenm use
--The antenna(s) used for this device must be mstalled to provide a separation distance of at least 20 cm

from all persons and must not be ce-located or op g with any other antenna or
transmitter.

FCC Notice to Users and Operators
