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2.2 Learning Function Zone

* Press the Blue Power key for 5 seconds, until the LED indicator stands by.

* Press one of the study buttons. LED indicator blinks: receiving signals.

* Put the TV remote control and the TV box remote control together head to head in a
distance 3-5mm; then press the target key of target remote control.

« After LED indicator blinks 3 times and keeps on for constant. Then choose another
study key to move on.

- If learning fails, the LED blinks for 5 times. Repeat steps above.

» When the learning finishes, press any key outside the learning function zone to quit
learning status. The indicator will turn off.
