WiFi DAS — This is where you can view files that are in
the WI22.
MyDevice — This folder contains files that were

downloaded from the WI22 to your phone or tablet.
Upload — This is where you can upload from your
phone or tablet to the WI22. At the moment you can
only upload pictures or videos that are in your device’s
photo library.

Download- This is where you can download files from
the WI22 and store them to your phone or tablet.
Settings- This is where you can change the settings for

the WI122.
