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Verify Computer Settings

To communicate with your router, your computer must first be set up to receive a DHCP address
from the router.

3. Highlight (do not uncheck) Internet Protocol TCP/IP Version 4.

5. Make sure to Obtain IP Address Automatically and Obtain DNS Server Addresses Automatically are
selected, and then click OK.

6. Click Close.

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Router Installation

The router needs proper ventilation to function. Be sure to set up your router in a ventilated area and
away from any heat sources.

To wire a single computer:
1. Plug the power cord into the power port on the back of the router.
. Plug the other end of the power cord into a power outlet.
. Plug one end of the supplied phone cord into the grey phone port the back of the router.
. Plug the other end of the phone cord directly into the phone jack in the wall.
. Plug one end of the yellow Ethermnet cable info the Ethernet Network Interface Card (NIC) in your computer.
. Plug the other end of the Ethernet cable into any yellow Ethernet port on the back of the Actiontec router.
. The following lights should be lit on the router:
* Power light on solid green
 DSL light on solid green (may flash somewhat)
* Internet light on solid green (may flash somewhat)
* Ethernet light on solid green (may flash somewhat)
