UPDATING the 4G/WIMAX DRIVER

3) Click BASIC (top navigation bar), click WIZARD (left menu), click LAUNCH SETUP WIZARD.

4) You will see a summary of the upcoming Setup Wizard Steps. Click NEXT.

5) You can change the DEFAULT ADMINISTRATION PASSWORD. Sclect your TIME ZONE. Click NEXT.

6) Check REQUIRE USER LOGIN if you would like to use this functionality. This setting will require new users
to logon using an internet page with a customizable User Login password.

7) Choose the WIFI SECURITY LEVEL that best fits your needs: GOOD for WEP, BETTER for WPA or WPA2
and BEST for WPA2 Only. ( Make sure your PC or other devices support the mode you choose ). Click NEXT.

8) Choose a personalized WIRELESS SECURITY PASSWORD. This password will be used to reconnect your
devices to the router once the security settings have been saved. Click NEXT.

This will save all new settings and apply them to your router. If you are using the MBR90 WiFi network,
reconnect to the network using the new name and security password.
